The meeting was called to order at 7:50 A.M. by Chairman Taren.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF REGULAR MEETING OF SEPTEMBER 14, 2010
It was moved (Chapman) and seconded (Dwyer) to approve the minutes of the September 14, 2010 regular meeting.  The motion was passed by unanimous voice vote.
RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF CONTRACT WITH CLIFTON GUNDERSON
Mr. Solan began by stating that the consensus of the Board at the September meeting was to move forward with a new audit firm.  He said six proposals were received and that he and Ms. Augustine ranked the firms according to the selection criteria contained in the RFP. He said they then interviewed the 3 highest ranking qualified firms.  He and Ms. Augustine agreed that Clifton Gunderson LLP was the most qualified auditing firm.
Mr. Solan recommended entering into a contract with Clifton Gunderson LLP for a three year period subject to satisfactory performance the first year. He asked for questions.

Commissioner Dwyer asked where the principals of the firm were based.  Mr. Solan stated Oak Brook.  Chairman Taren asked if there was any savings.  Mr. Solan said they are slightly higher than Kolnicki, Peterson, and Wirth. Chairman Taren then asked if we reserve the right to terminate if they don’t perform.  Mr. Solan answered that the initial contract will be for 1 year and will only be renewed if they perform satisfactorily.
Chairman Taren reported that the auditors requested the Authority to appoint an audit committee consisting of two board members.  

He said he thought Commissioners Barbosa and Chapman would be good candidates to serve on the committee.  He added that he would be an alternate if someone couldn’t make it. There is a tentative meeting with the auditors scheduled for November 8th.


It was moved (Barbosa) and seconded (Wardell) to approve the resolution authorizing the execution of a contract with Clifton Gunderson LLP for performance of the FY 2010 audit at a cost of $21,400.

RESOLUTION APPROVING PHA ANNUAL PLAN
Mr. King reported that last year’s plan was a 5-year plan.  He referred to page 3 of the plan and stated that some items have changed from last year. He explained the Plan is used to apply for funds for the 2011 Capital Fund Grant Program. He also said that the waiting list information has changed on page 6. He referred to the MPT Tower current capital fund resources sheet and said that the items listed in green were fully obligated and expended.  

Mr. King reported that the CFP 2009 grant is still open.  We will be applying for Capital Fund Grant 2011 under the current PHA Plan.  The Plan will be submitted to HUD prior to the deadline of October 15th.  
Mr. King reported that the Mills Park Tower structural study has been completed but hasn’t been reviewed yet. He said that he will bring it to the Board at the November meeting after he and Mr. Solan have reviewed it.  

Mr. King asked for questions. There were none.
It was moved (Chapman) and seconded (Butler) to approve the resolution ratifying the submission of the Annual Plan for fiscal year 2011 for the Housing Authority of the Village of Oak Park to the U.S. Dept. of Housing and Urban Development. The roll call vote was as follows:

Mr. Perry Vietti arrived at 8:05 A.M.
RESOLUTION RATIFYING EXECUTION OF CONTRACT WITH MANOR REDEVELOPMENT
Mr. King reported that this is Phase 4 of the Mills Park Tower Modernization Project and will include one accessible unit to be modernized to meet the Uniform Federal Accessibility Standards. He said there are 14 kitchens to be modernized and 1 accessible unit under this contract. An Invitation for Bid was published in September. Ten contractors attended the pre-bid meeting, and of the ten contractors, six bids were received. 
Mr. King said the lowest responsible bidder was Manor Redevelopment Inc. with a base bid of $93,825.  He stated a performance bond will not be needed because the cost is under the HUD threshold of $100,000.  They have worked for us in the past and have performed well with no complaints from the tenants.  
Mr. Solan added that we feel comfortable going forward with them because they also work well with staff.  Mr. King asked for questions.  

Commissioner Barbosa asked what happens if the price increases over $100,000 as a result of change orders.  Mr. King stated that of the 50 previous units completed by Manor Redevelopment, there was only one change order that amounted to approximately $75.00 and we don’t believe there will be any significant change orders in the future.
It was moved (Dwyer) and seconded (Barbosa) to approve the resolution ratifying the execution of a contract with Manor Redevelopment Inc., the lowest responsible bidder, in the amount of $93,825 for modernization of 14 apartment kitchens and 1 accessible unit at Mills Park Tower.  The roll call vote was as follows:

PRESENTATION RE: COMCAST BUILDING PROJECT
Mr. Vietti conducted a presentation regarding the Comcast Building project.  The presentation is available for download on the Housing Authority’s website at www.oakparkha.org.

Mr. Vietti asked for questions.  Commissioner Barbosa asked if we are planning on waiting for zoning approval before applying for funds.  Mr. Vietti replied yes. 

Chairman Taren stated that he was concerned about rent subsidies.  Mr. Vietti said that we could explore rent subsidies.  Mr. Solan added that the Board will need to discuss ownership interest in the future if the project moves forward.  

The Board thanked Mr. Vietti for the presentation. 
DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS
HOUSING CHOICE VOUCHER PROGRAM
Mr. Southward reported there are 415 vouchers leased which is a lease up rate of 97%.  

Mr. Southward reported there are a total of 49 Mainstream Vouchers leased.  
Mr. Southward reported that there are nine participants that have moved out of their unit and are searching for units in Oak Park.  

Mr. Southward reported that 10 participants transferred to other Housing Authorities.    
Mr. Southward asked for questions.  There were none.
OLD BUSINESS
Mr. Solan reported that we are expecting a decision very soon regarding the 50 additional vouchers we applied for in July.
Mr. Solan reported that the Broadband Technology grant was awarded in the amount of $6.8 million to the Illinois Senior Internet Adoption Coalition. He said a press conference was held the first week of October. He also reported that all the partners were recently together for a kick off meeting at Mills Park Tower.

Lastly, he said The Oaks will receive built-in computer workstations either in October or November, and Mills Park Tower will receive their workstations either in December or January.

TOUR OF RECONSTRUCTED EAST FACADE

Mr. Solan recommended the Board view the reconstructed facade of the office building on their departure. He said that 1/3 of the facade is new brick, 2/3 is cleaned up old brick, and that the entire building was tuck pointed at a total cost of $30,000.  He said he thinks it looks great.
