QUORUM

Vice-Chairman Chapman declared that a quorum was present.  She called the June 29, 2009 reconvened meeting of June 16, 2009 to order at 6:10 P.M.
DISCUSSION RE INTERFAITH HOUSING DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION PROJECT
Mr. Solan provided a summary for the Board of the previous discussions with Interfaith Housing regarding their proposal to develop a supportive housing facility for low-income single adults at the Comcast building located at 820 West Madison.  He indicated that Interfaith Housing continues to be interested in having the Housing Authority join with them in sponsoring this project. He also indicated that Commissioners Butler and Hill had recently taken a tour of other projects sponsored by Interfaith Housing.

The Board discussed the need for supportive housing in Oak Park and Interfaith’s record of developing similar properties in Chicago.  There was considerable discussion regarding the nature of the clientele to be served and the services that would be provided at the Oak Park location.  The Board noted that sponsoring a project of this type is consistent with the mission of the Housing Authority.  There were several questions about the role of the Housing Authority in the project.  Mr. Solan explained that it could range from simply being a community advocate and supporter of the project, up to and including being an equity participant in the transaction.

The Board expressed concern that there were many questions yet to be answered about the proposed Oak Park project, but recognized that many of these questions will be answered as planning for the project progresses.  The Board expressed an interest in learning more about the project.

Commissioner Barbosa framed a motion to continue discussions with Interfaith Housing to explore a possible partnership in the development of the supportive housing facility.  Commissioner Butler seconded this motion.

Commissioner Blackman explained that her Nay did not reflect opposition to the development of the project.  She expressed a concern that the Housing Authority’s potential involvement might detract from other core functions of the Housing Authority.
Chairman Taren and Commissioner Vietti joined the meeting at 7:00 P.M. for the discussion of the next item.  Mr. Solan and Mr. Southward departed prior to this discussion.

EVALUATION OF PROPOSALS IN RESPONSE TO THE RFP FOR ADMINISTRATIVE SERVICES

Chairman Taren noted that Commissioner Vietti had circulated a sheet for scoring the three proposals which were received in response to the RFP for administration of the Housing Authority’s public housing and housing choice voucher programs.  Chairman Taren stated that while price was a factor, the Board must determine which respondent is most qualified.  Initially, the Board must determine whether the bidders meet the qualifications set forth in the RFP.

Chairman Taren invited each Commissioner to give his/her impression of the three proposals, noting the strengths and weaknesses of each proposal.

If they had not already done so, Chairman Taren asked each Commissioner to take a few minutes to score each proposal based on the scoring criteria in the RFP.  Commissioner Blackman indicated that she had not reviewed the back-up materials and did not wish to score the proposals.  After the remaining six Commissioners (including Chairman Taren) had each silently scored the three proposals and handed their sheets to chairman Taren, Chairman Taren tallied the results, which were (600 points possible):

Averaging these scores, the Oak Park Residence Corporation received a score of 89.7 points, Housing Authority Accounting Specialists received a score of 74.7 points and Phoenix Solutions, received a score of 39.5 points.  The latter score is below the 70 points required to be considered for contract award, per the RFP.
The Board authorized Chairman Taren, Commissioner Vietti, and Commissioner Barbosa to negotiate the terms of a contract for services with the Oak Park Residence Corporation as outlined in the RFP and bring the proposed contract back to the Board for discussion and possible action.  If the Board was unable to reach agreement on terms with the Oak Park Residence Corporation, the Board would consider authorizing negotiations with Housing Authority Accounting Specialists, if this firm was open to negotiations.
The meeting adjourned at 8:05 P.M.
